Has concerns 

about the huge problem of retaining Fire Fighters in all areas. A couple full time staff 

possibility. COLA raises.  Trustee: wages need COLA. Building & Grounds in need of 

a maintenance schedule: hall floor, power wash Depot, parking lot.  USDA  grants for 

basic items.   Job Applications. Twp Maintenance-30 hours, not enough. What about 

hiring a company to take care of the township and cemetery. Get bids? Positive Pay 

No need. Blight Issues. Couldn’t avoid the Hearing-it was resident initiated. Have 

another resident needing a Court Hearing because of 12 cars in yard. Need to take 

care of problems. Supervisor distributed a budget work sheet for the board to enter 

their budget needs for all line entries, to be discussed at the next meeting on May 8th,
